OK, this should be a lot of fun …

We are going to be working on this for the next 2 ½ weeks so I am expecting something really good from each of you.

Basics:

You will be creating an index or home page from which there will be three links.

One of the links should be a subject page of your choosing … (computers, music, P.E., etc.)
Some of you are doing other pages too (Example : Spanish page – perhaps for a grade too!)

If not, you can do a family page, a hobbies page, a personal interests page, etc.

You should also have sources cited somewhere on one of the pages.

You will learn how to do all of this with Mr. Love and with your manuals.

Details:

Here is a checklist of things to think about … please read carefully -

Structure:

· Uniform Theme on all pages

· Easy to read all text

· Good layout – all of the main titles are formatted the same

· This page has “enough” material, it looks “finished”

· All images used on the website are saved in the Images folder with a good appropriate names

· You have included your email address in a “mailto” hyperlink somewhere on your website 

· There is no personal contact information such as home address or telephone number
Fonts:

· All pages are free from spelling and grammar errors
· A clear font has been chosen and all text is easy to read

Sub-Pages:

· Good layout – suitable balance between text and pictures
· This page has “enough” material, it looks “finished”
· Pictures and text are relevant to the central idea of this page

(A table was used to align pictures with words, border set to invisible)
· Pictures are a consistent size

· Relevant external links are included

Credits-Sources:

· Easy to read all text/hyperlinks
· You have included all of the websites where you used pictures from and not just stated the search engine “ie: Google” If the address was quite long, you could have just used the main domain part.

· You have thanked anyone who has helped you create the site (me, your web tester, etc.)

	The student shows some ability to identify priorities and consider outcomes. Several alternatives are explored in relation to the task.  There is adequate communication of ideas. The student demonstrates an awareness of time constraints.

	The student demonstrates consistently the ability to identify priorities and consider possible outcomes within a given time frame. A good range of alternative ideas and resources are explored in relation to the task. There is effective communication of ideas. The student demonstrates satisfactory forward planning, structure and organization.

	The student shows excellent ability to identify and consider a wide range of resources and strategies. The ideas are thoroughly developed and communicated. The work shows an outstanding level of time management and logical planning.
